ACT NO. 26 OF 1997.

AN ACT TO PROHIBIT RAGGING IN EDUCATIONAL
INSTITUTIONS. IN THE STATE OF ANDHRA
PRADESH.

Be it enacted by the ,Legislative
Assembly of the State of Andhra Pradesh
in the Forty-eighth Year of the Republic
of India, as follows:-

1. (1) This Act may be called the Short title,
Andhra ,Pradesh Prohibition of Raggingextent and-Act"; 1997. ' commencement

(iii) wrongfuily restrains or wrong-
fully confines or causes hurt to a stu-
dent shall be punished with imprisonment
for a term which may extend to two years
or with fine which may extend to five
thousand rupees or with both. or

offence with a student sha11 be punished

be punished with imprisonment for

life or with imprisonmerlt for a term
which may extend to ten years and with a
fine which may extend to fifty thousandrupees.

(2) Every rule made under this Act
shall immediately after it is made, be laid
before the Legislative Assembly of the
State, if it is in session and if it is
not' in session, in the. session immediately
following for a total period of fourteen
days which may be comprised in one session
or in two successive sessions, and if,
before the expiration of the session in
which it is so laid or the session imme-
diately following the Legislative Assembly
agrees in making any modification in the
rule or in the annulment of the rule,
the rule shall, from the date on which
the modification or annulment is notifi~d,
have effect only in such modified form
or shall stand annulled as the case may
be so,. however, that any such modifica-
tion or annulment shall be without preju-
dice to the validity of anything pre-
viously done under that rule.
